He received his B.A. degree in music from Yale University, and his M.Mus degree in organ performance from Juilliard.


Mark is well known throughout the United Methodist Church as a worship leader, teacher, and performer of sacred music. Mark is a lifelong United Methodist and the son, grandson, brother, and cousin of United Methodist clergy. He is an active lay person in the church. He is a member of Covenant United Methodist Church in Plainfield, New Jersey, where he is the chair of the Staff-Parish Relations Committee. In June, he was the featured presenter on Evangelism and Worship at the Arkansas Annual Conference, and he also directed music for the Central Pennsylvania Annual Conference.
