Cheryl is a working mom that is going to school in the medical field. Their house is on property owned by the family....her dad lives just up the hill. We visited the family homestead on May 5th to consider this for our project. What a lovely home she has made for the children. Clean, functional and inviting. In my opinion, the nicest place we have ever seen. I told her dad, he should be proud of his daughter. Not being judgmental, I was so impressed. Ray, Tom, my wife, Patty and I made the trip this year. We agreed to come back and build them what will become a two room addition that will be used as bedrooms for the two youngest kids. The unique thing about this request is that they only need us to build them a shell. That is, a floor, walls with windows, and a shingled truss roof. There is to be no drywall, insulation in the walls or ceiling, electricity or finishing work done. The family can and will do the rest. We met Cheryl's father, Melvin, during the visit and he assured us that the site would be ready for us to begin when we arrive. This should be enough of a challenge for us to complete in 2 1/2 days.

THE STORY BEHIND
“Here I Am to Worship"
“Here I Am to Worship" is a song written by Tim Hughes and was released as the title song of his debut album Here I Am to Worship. The song is a popular worship ballad. It is commonly sung at Christian churches, festivals and youth gatherings. The song was ranked #1 on the Christian Copyright Licensing International (CCLI) two years in a row and is still ranked on their Top 25 Songs list.

Tim Hughes wrote this song in 1999 as a response to how he felt after reading Philippians 2. The passage speaks about Christ's humility and how He willingly left His throne in heaven, came to earth as a man, and sacrificed Himself on the cross all because of His love for us. With this passage in mind, Tim picked up his guitar and, as he sang, the words to the song flowed out, but he was not satisfied with the chorus and felt that it did not flow well with the song. For several months, he struggled with the chorus and even put the song aside for about six months before finally finishing the song. However, he was still not confident in the chorus. It was not until he played this song at his home church, and his pastor told him to play the song more often, that he realized the potential the song had. Since then, this song has spread and become widely known. Tim Hughes himself said. "No one has been more surprised than myself at seeing how God has used this worship song."  The themes in the song are Life of Jesus, Thankfulness, and Worship.
